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n August 6, 1936 Arthur Teixeira ordered his daughter Maria da Luz and Maria da Conceigéo to go to a certain place to colect seeds of the castor oil plant. The two obeyed and
set out, talking about,the past persecutions and dangers. At a certain point, Maria da Luz asked her companion: "What would you do if Lampifo came at this precise
‘moment?". Immediately she answered: "Our Lady will have to indicate to us a way so that the bandit does not hurt us". And looking towards the mountains, she
was surprised for a moment: on the top of the mountain she seemed to discern the image of a woman with a baby who was making signs with her hand. Pointing to the
‘mountains, she said in a loud voice: "Look at that image!". Maria da Luz looked in the direction indicated and she too saw the image of a beautiful lady with a baby in her arms. For a
few moments, neither of the two dared to pronounce a word, perhaps remembering the conversation and the fear of the bandits. But then, the apprehension having ceased, they noticed

and do penance'. From that day on, the girls never ceased to see the image, and for this reason they always desired to go to that place to talk with her. The news of the event spread
rapidly and in a few days that place became a destination of  true pilgrimage. On August 20, I (the priest whom the Bishop had put in charge to follow the case and who is recounting
these events), and Father Marques (the vicar of the parish) went to Guarda, where I met, in their home, the family and the two girls: Maria da Luz, 13 or 14 years old, simple and very
devout to the Virgin Mary, and Maria da Conceigio, shorter, but 16 years old. They lived in a farmhouse, with the walls covered by images of saints. The mother of Maria da Luz presented
herself as devoted to the Heart m Jesus, belonging to the apostolate of Cimbres. It was a large family, and apparently, ( hristian. After a few moments of pause, Maria da Luz said: 'While

that the woman was very beautiful and that the baby she was carrying in her arms was even more. The woman called them making signs with her free hand. Like dismayed, they ran
home even forgeting the basket. Taken by exhausion, they could not utte any word when their mother questioned them about the inciden. Subsequently,with incomplete phrases,
they explained what they had seen. Their mother, particularly intrigued, aftr asking them many questions, nly said: It is your own invention, now it is time to eat lunch”. Upon
the arrival of Mr. Arthur, his wife set the table, but the two girls were late in coming. Noticing their absence, Arthur asked about them and his wife told him their story. The girls were
seated in the attic of the house and were talking about the apparition. How beautiful was the woman with the baby! And how she had called them! Great was the desire to return to that.
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The girls, anxious to see the apparition, rushed towards that spot, passing through bushes and brambles, without even tearing their clothes. After much labor, Arthur Teixeira reached
the two girls, even more amazed in seeing them pass through all the difficulties, without any distress. Their father observed attentively the rocks and the caves that were located in the
vicinity, without finding any sign of the woman. The girls showed him and repeatedly deseribed the place where she was but, despite all the efforts, Arthur could not see anything of what
the girls were asserting. Disillusioned and convineed that the girls were prey of hallucinations, he odered them to ask what i was about. "Who are you?', asked Maria da Luz. And the
yanswered: 1 am the Grace”. "What are you doing, Lady, in this place?", she asked again. T came to warn you that there shall be three chastisements sent by God.

Surprised by the words pronounced by the apparition, the three of them returned home in silence and told everything to Don Auta. Soon all the neighborhood came to know of the occurrence.
The peopl ushed t scethe placof th apparition, and everyday the twogirks wentan the mountan o pray. Bvery afernonn, the Rasary wasrcited i that place and th Offieof Our
Lady was sung. Many went there truly believing in the apparition, while others went for spread in al the region like an ol slick, and the faithful
rushed from everywhere to pray and ask requests to the Virgin Mary. On the third day, many people in the e they would have believed oy if the image had given a sign
vsible to everyone. With regret, the girls asked for a sign in order that everyone could be convinced that they were not lying. "I will do i, stated the image. On the following day, August
10, the girls went to visit their favorite place at dawn. As soon s they reached it, the image pointed out fo them the water that was gushing from the rock in front of the place of the
apparition. In the rock there was a small cavity without cracks. It was full of water, and Our Lady said: "To heal illnesses". Triumphant, the two girls ran home to tell their mother
about the incident. It was then that the whole family, accompanied by many people, headed to the mountain where the water was flowing, and in the s e the image wz

Under the rock
there was a small cave and at its bottom a spot moist (of water). I asked Mr. Arthur that he would move to the side and that Maria da Conceigao come down lower, so that she would not,
hear the questions that I wished to pose to each one of them. Thus, I asked Maria de Luz to tell me whether she was seeing Our Lady. She answered to me: ‘She is there!, pointing o the
brightest spot. Then I said to her: T ask you, in the name of Our Lady, to tell me only the truth and not lie. How is the figure of Our Lady that you see?’. Maria da Luz
answered: It i similar to Our Lady of Mount Carmel n the Cathedral of Pesqueira, but her mantle is blue and the dres is cream color and she wears a belt. She holds
‘ababy with her left arm, and both have a beautiful their head. I d her neck'. I asked her:

to you the color cream?” Maria da Luz answered: ‘A color between white and yellow". I let Maria da Luz come down and called Maria da Conceigio, who made the same statements
as Maria da Luz without any difference. To verify whether or not she was saying the truth, I said to her: ‘Listen, my daughter, the other girl said that the Virgin Mary was on
this side. Why do you tell me the opposite? Maria da Conceigio looked and then said to me: ‘She is not there'. I understood that the gil was notling, she was tellng the truth
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Then I called Maria da Luz and begged her to ask the image her name, Maria da Luz asked: 'Lady, what is your name?. Then she reported to me: 'She says
